Program Highlights 08-09 

Community Services doubled the number of households assisted during the Crisis portion of 

LIHEAP (Low Income Home Energy Assistance Program) in FY 09, providing almost $2 million in 

heating assistance to 6,783 households. During the Subsidy portion,6,685 households received 

heating assistance.  

Over 850 households grew vegetable gardens as a result of the Community Services program.            

Gardening and food preservation education was provided by several local extension offices.  

Scholarships of $1,000 each were given to 8 High School Seniors and 14 Non-Traditional   

Students for Post-Secondary Education.

Success Story: Rhonda is a single mother of two and has been divorced for 18 months. During that 

time, she had to struggle to make ends meet. She had been working, but due to a diabetic condition, 

had to be hospitalized, resulting in a three week absence from work. She was living paycheck to 

paycheck and naturally did not have any saving to use as a cushion. She had no money to pay the rent 

or utilities and faced eviction. 

 

Through the Emergency Food and Shelter Program, Community Action was able to help with the past 

due rent and utilities, saving her family from eviction and giving her another chance.  She is now 

enrolled in post secondary education, preparing for a better job.

Community Collaborations for Children assisted 266 families & children through 

Supervised Visitation, Family Team Meetings and new programs which included: In-Home (Birth to 
Age 5 and All Ages) and Parenting Education. The services are prevention services with a strengths 
based approach.  

Through intensive intervention from Family Preservation 
Program staff, 94% of children served were maintained in 

their home or returned to their home. 

The Foster Grandparent Program assisted 312 children 

with special or exceptional needs at 49 volunteer stations in the 
10 county area with a total of 103 Foster Grandparents and 
81,188 volunteer hours. 

Head Start children showed a dramatic improvement in self-

concept, language, cognitive and physical development in the 
2009 Spring Assessment.  Areas of strength noted in the federal 
on-site review of the program included: innovative uses of 
technology and strong community partnerships to significantly 
improve the program.   
  

Senior Services aid in the social and nutritional well being of our 

older adults. Senior Centers in the 10 county area provided 49,224 
congregate meals, 137,127 home delivered meals and 29,172 
transportation trips for local Senior citizens.  
 

Retired and Senior Volunteers(RSVP) from Allen, Barren, 

Logan, Simpson and Warren Counties served 14,088 hours to assist in 

many areas of need, including services to Senior adults, Children, 

health promotion, safety & disaster  preparedness and other community needs. 

 

The Adult Education and Job Development Program helped 224 

individuals increase their education and job skills to improve their ability to 

become economically self reliant.
