Scottsville, KY - Community Action of Southern Kentucky celebrated the Grand Opening of the new Allen County Community Action 

Center on Saturday, June 26, 2010. Community Action’s Board and Staff joined the Laura Goad Turner Charitable Foundation 

Board, three generations of the Turner family (Dollar General Corporation Founders), elected officials and community members to 

celebrate this new beginning for Community Action’s services in Scottsville at 25 J.L. Turner and Son Place.  
 

The Laura Goad Turner Charitable Foundation donated the J.L. Turner & Son Warehouse property, where the Dollar General legacy 

began, and committed $1.75 million towards the new 13,600 square foot facility to house all of Community Action of Southern 

Kentucky’s services in Allen County. To help Community Action pay for the $3 million project, the Foundation challenged the 

Agency with a matching grant; Community Action raised funds to help with the capital expenses and the matching grant to support 

the operation of a third pre-school classroom. Community Action of Southern Kentucky raised over $140,000, which will be 

matched dollar for dollar by the Foundation. 
 

Cheryl Allen, CEO of Community Action of Southern Kentucky, said, “To our knowledge, this is one of the largest single donations 

to any Community Action in the nation. This is not just a building, but a truly important resource for all of the children, seniors, 

individuals and families of Allen County and what better time to celebrate than during our Agency’s 45th year of providing 

opportunities for individuals and families to be self-reliant.” 
 

Laura Turner Dugas said, “Our partnership with Community Action is an outstanding example of our mission coming to life in a very 

meaningful way. Your organization sets the bar very high for non-profit excellence and you are to be applauded for never backing 

down from that standard.” 

 

The services provided in this building include, but are not limited to, Head Start, preschool,  Senior Center, home delivered meals, 

Foster Grandparent Program, Retired & Senior Volunteer Program, CSBG and other sources to provide food, rent and home energy 

assistance, garden program, educational scholarships, education and job development services, supervised visitation and case 

management.   
 

“Community Action helps the vulnerable become valuable. This new facility will provide hope and plant the seed to change lives,” 

noted Ms. Allen. 
 

The Agency maintains over 40 program facilities in a 10 county area and is based in Bowling Green, Kentucky. For more 

information and additional photos of the new Allen County building visit www.casoky.org or contact Charity Parrish, Public 

Information Coordinator at 270-782-3162.

Weatherization Works! 
Florence heard about the Program from friends at her church who 

recently had their home weatherized by Community Action of 

Southern Kentucky. Florence is a single, disabled elderly woman 

living on a fixed income. Her primary heat source is propane and in 

the past year, she had purchased 800 gallons. Along with her 

electric bill, she was spending a quarter of her income on fuel 

costs. The evaluator determined the house had an initial blower 

door reading of 12,180 CFM (Cubic Feet per Minute), almost double 

what it should be. With a target CFM of 6,200, there was much 

work to be done to make Florence’s home more airtight and 

prevent her from losing so much heat.  
 

Utilizing American Recovery and Reinvestment Act funds, the 

Weatherization crew insulated walls and ceilings, installed a water 

heater jacket, energy efficient light bulbs, door sweeps, thresholds 

and weather-stripping, and repaired doors and windows. They used 

many tubes of caulk and spray foam to stop further air infiltration. 

Crewman were able to correctly vent her propane heater and fix 

minor gas leaks, preventing possible health hazards. Florence was 

provided smoke detectors and a Carbon Monoxide detector to keep 

her home healthy and safe. The final blower door reading was 

3,616 CFM, a 70% reduction! Florence was very thankful for 

her much warmer home.  
 

Because of the “word of mouth” recommendation by her church 

and the hard work of the Weatherization staff, this elderly woman 

can enjoy her winter without worrying about how to pay for high 

utility costs.

Working with Community Action was a great 

experience and blessing for my family. Before 

working at the Agency, my income was 

$225.00/ month. I had no health benefits, 

only a medical card. I applied for the job 

because I wanted a better life for my son and 

me. When I got the job, my income 

increased. I attended a budgeting class, 

which helped me plan for monthly expenses. 

I no longer depend on my mother to help pay 

my bills. With this job, I was able to move 

out of the low-income apartments into a two 

bedroom home, giving my son more space to 

play than he has ever had.  

Community Action’s Employment 

Enhancement Program helped me learn job 

hunting, resume writing, and interviewing 

skills. Community Action paid for my Certified 

Nursing Assistant exam, giving me the 

opportunity to find a new job at a nursing 

home. Without the help of Community Action 

that wouldn’t be possible so I am really 

thankful for the time I was employed with 

the Agency.

The Emergency Food and Shelter Program 

provided 500 families with $90,549 in assistance. 
 

Community Services assisted 799 households in growing vegetable gardens.  
 

The Low Income Home Energy Assistance Program (LIHEAP) Crisis portion provided 

over $2 million in heating assistance to 7,276 households. During the Subsidy 

portion, 6,710 households received nearly $1 million in heating assistance. 
 

The Supportive Housing Program helped 116 homeless individuals and 

families to achieve residential stability, increase their skill levels and/or income and 

obtain greater self-determination. 
 

Community Collaborations for Children assisted 221 families through 

Supervised Visitation, Family Team Meetings, In-Home (Birth to Age 5 and All Ages) 

and Parenting Education. The services are prevention services with a strengths based 

approach.  
 

Access to Visitation provided 77 families with support and facilitated access to and visitation with their children 

through Mediation, Supervised Visitation, Therapeutic Monitoring and Neutral Drop Off/Pick Up. 
 

Through Intensive Intervention from Family Preservation Services and Family Reunification Program, 93% 

of children served were maintained in their home or returned to their home. 
 

In the following story, names have been changed for privacy purposes. 

A Family Reunited through Community Action’s Family Reunification Program 

Because of substance abuse, Alice’s two children were placed in foster care. Alice has 

been sober and active in her recovery for three years. The family previously received 

Families and Children Together Safely (FACTS) Reunification Services, which resulted 

in one of her children being returned home. Alice was referred to Family Reunification 

Services for her second child through the Department of Community Based Services. 

At that time, the family was homeless with no transportation, and Alice was 

unemployed. To ensure the family’s safety and to help reunite the second child with 

her mother and sister, the Family Preservation Program Specialist (FPPS) worked 

with the family to establish goals and address the family’s immediate needs. 
 

Their first goal was to improve the family’s environment. With the help of the Community Action FPPS, Alice was able to meet 

her family’s basic needs of providing food, clothing and shelter. The FPPS provided Alice with transportation to reestablish the 

family’s food stamps, KTAP and Medicaid benefits. Alice’s family was living at the Salvation Army, so the FPPS referred them 

to Community Action’s Supportive Housing Program. Alice was eligible for Supportive Housing, and the FPPS assisted her with 

getting a “second chance” with housing at the Housing Authority. The FPPS placed a Friends In Need ad in the local 

newspaper, and the family received 11 donations of essential household items. The FPPS referred Alice to the REACH Higher 

Program at the Housing Authority, and she was accepted, resulting in a job at Goodwill. The FPPS provided Alice GO bg 

Transit passes for reliable transportation. Alice used GO bg to take her children to therapy appointments and to get to work.  
 

The second goal was to increase her parental skills. The FPPS engaged the family in discussions focused on positive 

discipline, effective stress management, establishing house rules and maintaining support systems. Alice began using positive 

parenting techniques, such as setting limits and providing natural and logical consequences.   
 

The family continuously made progress, and the second child was successfully 

reunited with her family.
